That means, the biggest advantage of Trip 
Consideration is getting to be the first destination 
on someone’s mind.

CrowdRiff
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Sundance Resort, which was actually founded by 
actor Robert Redford, does an exceptional job with 
their single image ads. Here’s why we liked them:

1.   They know their target audience. Playing off their 
explicit ties to the popular Sundance Film Festival, 
they appeal to artists who want a “perfect place to 
get creative.” 

Sundance Resort
2.   Rather than just marketing rooms or amenities, 

they market the destination, calling out summer 
events around the city. In the 12 weeks before a 
trip, travelers search 3X more for experiences than 
Resorts and Hotels2. Marketing the experience 
around the resort allows Sundance to gain more 
awareness before travelers are even thinking 
about where to stay. 

3.   They play with marketing additional revenue 
streams such as the resort’s merch. Check out the 
vintage sweater and carafe above.

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Xtreme Xperience, a tour operator that lets enthusiasts race exotic supercars, 
created an action-packed video ad that immediately grabs the attention of their 
target audience. 

The video features both professionally-shot and user-generated visuals, allowing 
the audience to get a birds’ eye view of the car and also feel like they’re in the 
driver’s seat. Within 15 seconds, over 7 different viewpoints are offered: the 
speedometer, rear view mirror, racetrack view and several close-ups of the driver. 

The video is also personalized for every state, making it stand out even more.
